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Minkowski tensors can be used to characterize the geometry of an object. In
stereology, Minkowski tensors are often estimated from the intersection with a
line or plane. In this talk, we consider the mean of such an estimator when the
intersecting subspace is uniform random either among all affine subspaces or all
subspaces going through a fixed point. In particular, we consider the case where
a Minkowski tensor of the intersection is computed relative to the intersection
plane. This generalizes the classical Crofton formula.
